We suggest participants put their 
dorm key on a very bright colored shoestring or lanyard. If needed, lanyards will be available in the camp store. 
 

The following deposit will not be used unless your participant’s dorm key is lost or damaged,  the key or access 
card is not turned in on the last day of the program, there is damage to the dorm room they will be  staying in or 
damage to any other item issued by the school.
